VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT

The iris show and judging season began with the
Aril Show held in late March in the Los Angeles Arboretum
in Arcadia. If you wish to see arils and their derivat-
ives, this is the place. 1Included are specimen stalks of
early blooming and sometimes neglected iris.

The iris season really began with the Judges
Training session conducted by Ron Mullin in March.
Aprilwas a busy time in Region 15 with six shows held
in four weeks, and one of those weeks was given over
to the National Convention in San Jose.

Noteworthy to me was the participation in the
shows by newer members of the societies. These are
the people who will be conducting our societies in
the future.

Between shows we took time to visit local hybridi-
zers' gardens. I am disappointed that more awards
are not given to our regional hybridizers, specifically
the awards of High Commendation and Honorable Mention.
Voting awards to seedlings or newly introduced iris
is an indication you consider them suitable for introduc-
tion and distribution.

We were invited to Phoenix in June to visit the
1987 Convention gardens, even 1if they were not in
bloom. The gardens looked good, minor problems were
discussed at the gathering of the gardeners and proced-
ures for correction were discussed. Outstanding among
the gardens visited was a large estate landscaped
not only with interesting trees and shrubs but flower
beds planted with annual and perennial plants in addition
to the guest iris. This garden will be a highlight
of the Convention. Floyd Wickencamps garden of Spuria
and Louisiana 1iris planted among a collection of cacti
will be a drawing card. The Shepard's commercial
garden displays an excellent collection of the various
types of iris which grow in Arizona, and also the
Shepard's seedlings and introductions. Those of us
who do not have large iris gardens will be delighted
with the smaller gardens on the tour.

According to an early report sent to RVP's,
Eleanor McCown has again won the Eric Niess Award.
This time for her spuria Betty Cooper. Congratulations,
Eleanor!.

I am looking forward to a tremendous Fiesta 87
in Phoenix in 1987. Bobbie Shepard's invitation to
the Convention is the lead article in this issue.

If you are planning on becoming a judge, stop
and think how you are seen by others. Will you have
a reputation that will encourage the different show
chairmen to feel comfortable with you as a judge?
Do you inspire confidence or apprehension? Remember,
confidence is much more apt to influence a chairman's
choice than the so called politics of A.I.S. organizat-
ions. Your actions build a reputation that is not
easily changed by you nor overlooked by a show chairman
looking for effective judges.

REGION 15 BYLAWS, REVISED 1985
Article I. Name

This organization shall be designated as Region 15
of the American Iris Society and shall in all instances
be governed by the bylaws as established by that society.

Article II. Purpose

The purpose of this organization shall be to encourage
the growing of irises in Region 15 and to foster an
appreciation of the better irises. To this end the
members shall support the objectives of the American
Iris Society.

Article III. Membership

Any member of the American Iris Society residing within
the 1limits of the region as established by the American
Iris Society shall automatically be a member of Region
15,

Article IV. Officers

Section 1. The governing body shall be a Board of
Directors, also known as the Executive Committee,
comprised of the four elected officers and a representa-
tive from each affiliated club in the Region and the
four standing committee chairmen. They shall be expected
to attend all meetings and exercise voting privileges.
(All affiliated clubs must apply for affiliation and
be approved annually by the A.I.S. Chairman of Affiliates).

Section 2. The Elected Officers of this region shall
be a Regional Vice President, an Assistant RVP, a
Secretary and a Treasurer.

Section 3. The four elected officers shall be elected
annually with the Regional Vice President being subject
to the approval of the Board of Directors of the American
Iris Society. No officer or chairman shall be elected
or appointed to the same office for more than three
consecutive years. Newly elected officers shall assume
office as of January Ist. All officers and chairmen
shall transfer their material to their successors
by December 15th.

Section 4. The representative of each affiliated
club shall be the club president or his appointee.

Article V. Duties of Officers

Section 1. The Regional Vice President shall preside
at all regional meetings and at all meetings of the
Executive Committee. He shall exercise general supervis-
ion ovedr all standing committees and over all special
committees. Within thirty days of taking office,

the Regional Vice President shall appoint, with the
approval of the Executive Committee, the four standing
committees: (1) Exhibitions, (2) Judge's Training,
(3) Membership and (4) Publications. He may create
and appoint special committees as the need arises.

Section 2. The Assistant RVP shall perform the duties
of Regional Vice President in the event of the latter's
absence and assist him in all regional activities.
He shall maintain a 1list of available programs for
the use by affiliated clubs.

Section 3. The Secretary shall record the minutes
of offical meetings and of all meetings of the Exective
Committee. These minutes shall be kept as a permanent
record. He shall send written notices of Exective
Committee meetings to all officers, affiliated club
representatives, and committee chairmen at least ten
days -prior to such meetings. He shall conduct official
correspondence and mailing wunder the direction of
the Regional Vice President.

Section 4. The Treasurer shall be custodian of all
moneys belonging to the region or under its control.
He shall pay all bills properly incurred by the region
and keep accurate records of all financial transactions.
At each meeting he shall report all receipts and disburse-
ments since the last meeting. He shall submit the
annual report including the itemized budget for the
coming year to the Regional Vice President and Editor
before February 15th for publication in the Spring

Regional Newsletter.

Section 5. The four elected officers shall prepare
the annual budget before February 15th.

Article VI. Exective Committee

Section 1. A majority of the entire Exective Committee
shall constitute a quorm.

Section 2. The Exective Committee shall meet at least
two times annually at a time and place designated
by the Regional Vice President.

Section 3. Special meetings of the Exective Committee
shall be held at the call of the Regional Vice President,
or upon written request of three members of the Committee.
Notice of these meetings shall be mailed or made by
personal contact to each member of the Exective Committee

Article VII. Regular Meetings

Section 1. There shall be two regular meetings each
year. Additional meetings shall be held whenn deemed
necessdry by the Regional Vice President, with the
approval of the Exective Committee, or wupon petition
by ten percent of the members of the region, not more
than six percent being from one affiliated iris society.
